Early Careers
Can you tell me about a time when you 
helped someone understand something 
that was confusing or unclear to them?

You're working on a group assignment and you're 
responsible for coordinating the final presentation. You 
notice that some parts of the message are unclear and 
could confuse the audience. How would you ensure that 
the final output is absolutely clear and easy to understand 
for everyone involved?

Describe a time when you had to manage 
several tasks or responsibilities at once. 
How did you decide what to focus on 
first?

You’ve been given your first piece of work to own. 
Talk through how you would approach this in order 
to deliver it on time, prioritise other tasks and 
make decisions at pace.

Tell me about a time when you had to 
work with someone who was difficult to 
get along with or had a very different way 
of working than you.

You’re working on a group project, and the team 
has different ideas about to how approach the first 
task. Tensions are starting to build, and progress is 
slow. How would you contribute to resolving the 
situation and help the team to move forward 
collaboratively?

Describe a time when you went out of 
your way to support someone and ended 
up exceeding their expectations.

Give me an example of when you asked 
for feedback on how you were doing and 
used it to change your approach.
